School Cell Phone Policy





As more and more students own cell phones and parents depend on them to contact their children after school, we would like to make our cell phone policy clear to everyone. 





Cell phones now have many capabilities including text messaging, storing information, playing games and taking pictures. Because they are disruptive in the classroom and have been used inappropriately between classes and during recess the school does not allow cell phone use of any kind during school hours. If students are caught with a cell phone, it will be taken away and stored in the office until the end of the school day.
